HUNGER STATISTICS

Nearly one out of every five adults and one in every four
children in the state of Texas lives in poverty and has dif-
ficulty meeting basic nutritional needs. The Food Bank
serves a thirteen county area, covering 12,900 square
miles. There are over 289,546 people in our area, and
52,575 are living below poverty level, and over 17,500 of
that number are children. In Taylor County alone, with a
population of 124,962, nearly 22,000 people are living be-
low poverty level, and 7,000 + are children under 17 years
of age.

Feeding America, formerly America's Second Harvest, and
shows statistics in our service area.
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HUNGER STUDY RESULTS

In February, we released the results of our Hunger Study, conducted locally in
collaboration with Feeding America. The data, collected from interviews with
hundreds of West Central Texans in 2009, revealed that many of those we help
must make difficult decisions between paying for food and rent, or food and
medicine. The study shows that the Food Bank member agencies provide food
for 7,700 different (unduplicated) people in any given week. Agencies provide
food for a broad cross-section of households. Key characteristics include:

21% of the members of the
household served are children under
18 years old

6% of the members of the household
are children 0 to 5 years

31% of the members of the
household are elderly

41% of the households include at
least one employed adult

53% have incomes below the federal
poverty level during the previous
month

1% are homeless

Member agencies were also interviewed, and most had
noticeable changes in the number of clients served from
2006 (the prior Hunger Study) to 2009. Pantries indicated a
68.8% increase in the numbers served, while kitchens had
increases of 64.6%. Emergency shelters saw a 33.3% increase.
